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Preparing for the Transitioning from School to Adult Life...

June is fast approaching and this is a great time for families to begin planning the transition from school to 
adult services for youth with special needs. As school activities begin to slow down and summer approaches, 
this may be a good time to develop an action plan with your youth to access community services as a young 
adult with special needs. 

While each youth is unique, there are several common themes to explore when creating a transition plan for

List to Transition (pg. 6) and starting to think about the Life Planning questions (pg. 7) as well.  Focusing the 
early years of the transition (ages 12-15) with gathering supporting documentation and creating a Transition 
Portfolio is a wonderful starting point in establishing a transition plan. To access a copy of the Transition

Then...as the Transition Journey continues, many parents who have youth ages 14-16, begin to think about 
and discuss employment and/or volunteer option with their youth, residential supports, community supports 
as well as access programs and recreation options. If you are unsure which options are available in these

are seeking information pertaining to certain agencies, organizations and associations in Calgary who serve 
adult with disabilities in a number as areas such as Vocational Training, Residential Programs, Social and Rec-
reation Opportunities and more.

A well thought-out transition plan will be a great tool in making the transition from school to adulthood for 
individuals with special needs. If you need additional supports or information throughout the transition

¶ Providing unbiased and current information about adult Service Providers
